The goals of our presentation are

· to inspire you to include many cultural traditions in your study of Florida

· to give you some ideas how you may extend these resources into your classroom

What is provided in the Florida Music Train

· a CD with 23 songs from archival, field and studio recordings

· a notebook with supporting material for each song

· a lesson to introduce “what is folk music,” and four lessons which focus on British American, African American, Seminole and Cuban American cultures.

· a poster of Florida with photos of each of the performers and where they lived

· supplementary materials showing demographic dispersal of culture

The original chart was on 8/5” x 11” paper and was also projected onto screen from a PowerPoint screen.  Each child had a copy and about 10 bottle caps from soda bottles for markers.  Upon hearing a listening example, the child marked every answer that was correct for that example.  We checked the answers after every example and cleared the paper for the next aural example.  The students really enjoyed this and learned and retained a great deal of information.

A creative and diligent teacher can cover any and (nearly) all the standards using music of many cultures.  The following benchmarks are exemplars:

· compares rhythm, timbre, and expressive devices of contrasting examples of world music.

· performs on pitched and non-pitched instruments, with stylistic accuracy, a diverse repertoire representing various cultures, historical periods, and genres.

· describes a variety of world music using appropriate vocabulary (for example, vocal quality, instrumentation, rhythmic and melodic patterns).

· classifies selected exemplary works by selected genre (for example, folk song), style (for example, popular, jazz), and composer, appropriate vocabulary (for example, vocal quality, instrumentation, rhythmic and melodic patterns).

· respects differing values and tastes in music.

· identifies the roles and importance of musicians in various settings and cultures.
